Areas of Concerns Follow-ups 7:20-7:30 pm

· Flagstone on cul-de-sac on Cowboy Court and Hideway are being overtaken with grass.  Karen suggests this be replaced with concrete sidewalks.  Suggestion is to see about having wheelchair access here.

Landscape Committee requested that Fitchwood Management Co. work with the city of Murphy to verify if these walkways need to be ADA compliant.
· Landscape Committee put together a list of items for the HOA board to discuss with Site Management on Thursday 11/13/08.
1. remove yellow tags from trees along the fabricated wall on Betsy Rd.
2. change light bulbs @ Murphy Rd./Wagonwheel entrance
3. Wax Myrtle branches are still being run over with the mowers.  Site is suppose to weed eat/push mow under these shrubs along McMillian
4. Seasonal color – request a bid for 2 color changes per year at all 7 entrances. (Fox Creek/Betsy, Rodeo/Betsy, Lonestar/Betsy, Murphy Rd./Wagonwheel, Utah/McWhirter, Rodeo/McWhirter, North Hill/McWhirter)
5. Request Site to weed-eat around Flag Stone paths along McMillian between split rail fence
6. Many sprinkler junction boxes missing or damaged from lawn mowers
7. Excessive watering in flower beds @ McWhirter/North Hill, and Lonestar/Betsy (NE corner only).  It may be excessive run-off from resident’s yard.
8. Please verify the watering schedule for the winter to insure Pansy’s are watered, but not over watered.
9. Site needs to inspect the holly bushes at Fox Creek/Betsy.  There seems to be a disease on the leaves.  There are numerous white spots on the leaves.
· HOA Board has approved $600 can be spent from the Irrigation budget to place a large boulder & improve the appearance of the median @ Lonestar/Betsy.  Trucks have run over this curb many times  (see attached sketch for further details)
